Student Assessment Data  
• Includes the following three assessments: M-STEP (Michigan Student Test of 

Educational Progress), MI-Access (Alternate Assessment), and College Board 

SAT  

• Presents assessment information for English language arts and mathematics 

for grades 3 to 8 and 11, and MI-Access science for grades 4, 7, and 11, 

compared to state averages for all students as well as subgroups of students.  

School Accountability Data 

• Includes information on schools’ performance on various measures such as 

student proficiency and growth on state assessments, graduation, and 

attendance rates. Performance is measured on 0-100 index scales 

• Reports schools identified under three federally required categories for 

further support: Comprehensive Support and Improvement, Targeted 

Support and Improvement, and Additional Targeted Support

required in the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA). A Targeted Support and 
Improvement (TSI) school is one that had at least one underperforming student 

subgroup in 2022-23. An Additional Targeted Support (ATS) school is one that had 
a student subgroup performing at the same level as the lowest 5% of all schools in 
the state in 2021-22. A Comprehensive Support and Improvement (CSI) school is 

one whose performance was in the lowest 5% of all schools in the state or had a 
graduation rate at or below 67% in 2021-22. Some schools are not identified with

We are proud of our innovation and success.  CLK Schools partner with Gogebic 
Community College to offer an Early College program for our high school students.  

CLK’s Early College is in its eighth (10th) year of operation.  CLK Schools also 
operates the CLK Virtual Academy that includes the Upper Peninsula Virtual
